- Compared with previous generations, children nowadays 
spend less time playing outdoors and  have lower participation 
rates in active transport(i.e. walking/cycling without adult 
accompaniment) on journeys to school and other local 
destinations.

- The number of children who are engaged in sports and other 
activities that promote physical activity or, at least the 
recommendation of 1h of moderate-to-vigorous intensity 
physical activity, has declinedover the past decades.

ÇProblems on movement coordination and 

relevant skills essential for safe commuting: 
balance, reaction and other physical motor 
functions, peripheral vision, attention etc.

ÇChildren who are not allowed to gain real 
experience on the roads are not able to develop 
appropriate road use behaviourand awareness 
of the risks.

At the same time children don't have the 
opportunity to gain experience even at the safe 
environments of schools. 
ETSC Report on the Status of Traffic Safety & 
Mobility Education in Europe:

Å Road safety is not a dedicated subject at schools 
in the majority of Member States. 

Å The way this education is delivered to students 
differs widely across Europe. 

Å Teachers are not trained adequately on how to 
teach road safety in class.

Å 33%Have noticed an increase of students facing difficulties 
in moving after the lockdowns
